Rules of the WCCA war tomes league

The WCCA war tomes league is played between two teams comprising
four players each and is played as three handicap doubles and six
handicap singles games at each meeting.

Each team shall include either one or two players who have handicaps of
4 or below; the other two or three players in the team shall have
handicaps of more than 5.

One point is scored for each win to ensure there are no tied fixtures.

If a team does not show or fails to play for whatever reason, their
opponents may declare a walk-over. In this case, a 0 score is recorded
for the team that failed to play and 5 games are awarded to their
opponents.

The overall league winner will be based on the number of matches won.
If this results in a tie then the winner will be determined by the number of
games won. If still tied the winner will be the club with the highest net
hoop score. AS THE VISITING TEAM SEND YOUR PLAYER SHEET
